TO JUST QUICKLY TAKE A LOOK AROUND & THEN HEAD BACK OUT OF TOWN TO YOUR HOTEL, GET A
GOOD NIGHT’S REST & GET READY FOR THE FUN TO BEGIN THE NEXT DAY.

DON’T THESE WORDS IN MARK SOUND VERY MUCH LIKE THE BEGINNING OF A TYPICAL SPRING
VACATION?

FOR MANY - IN AND AROUND JERUSALEM, THAT’S EXACTLY WHAT THIS WAS.

NOT ONLY WAS THIS SPRINGTIME IN ISRAEL - IT WAS PASSOVER TIME.

THIS WAS A GREAT RELIGIOUS FESTIVAL & CELEBRATION.

ALL THE BOYS & GIRLS WOULD HAVE LOOKED FORWARD TO THIS TIME.

IT WAS AN 8-DAY SPRING VACATION - EIGHT DAYS OF NO WORK, NO SCHOOL.

EIGHT DAYS OF FEASTING & PARTYING & TAKING A TRIP TO THE BIG CITY.

YES, THIS WAS SPRING BREAK!

EVERYONE WENT TO JERUSALEM ON SPRING VACATION.

THERE WOULD HAVE BEEN AS MANY 2 MILLION PEOPLE THERE AT SPRING BREAK TIME.

PEOPLE WERE PUSHING & SHOVING & JOYOUSLY PREPARING FOR THE PASSOVER CELEBRATION.

THAT’S WHAT JESUS & THE DISCIPLES WOULD HAVE EXPERIENCED AS THEY ENTERED
JERUSALEM.

FOR THEM, OF COURSE, THERE WAS AN ADDED DIMENSION.

REMEMBER, LAST WEEK WE CONCLUDED OUR LENTEN SERIES ON “MARK’S MARCH OF
MIRACLES” IN THE VERSES IMMEDIATELY PRECEDING THE ONES WE READ THIS MORNING.

IT WAS THE STORY OF THE HEALING OF BLIND BARTIMAEUS.

YOU MAY RECALL THAT BARTIMAEUS WAS SHOUTING, “SON OF DAVID! HAVE MERCY ON ME!”

NOW THIS WAS AN ODD THING FOR HIM TO BE SAYING.

“SON OF DAVID.”

IT’S THE ONE & ONLY TIME IN MARK’S GOSPEL WE HEAR THIS TITLE.

IT WAS ASSOCIATED WITH NATIONALISTIC & MILITARISTIC VISIONS OF THE PEOPLE - THE

OVERTHROW OF ROMAN RULE.



YOU MAY ALSO RECALL THAT BARTIMAEUS THREW HIS CLOAK TO THE GROUND WHEN HE
ENCOUNTERED JESUS.

LAST WEEK, WE POINTED OUT THAT MARK’S GOSPEL IS VERY INTENTIONALLY & CAREFULLY
ARRANGED.

THIS IS YET ANOTHER EXAMPLE OF THAT.

AS JESUS ENTERS JERUSALEM, THE PEOPLE ARE, IN ESSENCE, SHOUTING OUT THE SAME THING
THAT BARTIMAEUS WAS SHOUTING - “HOSANNA” — A CALL FOR MERCY - “SAVE US, WE PRAY!”

LIKE BARTIMAEUS, THOSE IN THE CROWD THREW THEIR CLOAKS TO THE GROUND IN
REVERENCE.

BARTIMAEUS WAS PREPARING US FOR THE PALM SUNDAY ENTRANCE OF JESUS INTO
JERUSALEM.

BUT LET’S GO BACK TO THE SPRING VACATION PARALLELS.

WHEN YOU’RE TAKING A SPRING VACATION, PART OF THE FUN IS LOOKING FORWARD TO
EVERYTHING THAT LIES BEFORE YOU IN THAT SPRING BREAK WEEK.

REMEMBER, YOU’VE GONE BACK TO YOUR HOTEL AFTER A QUICK LOOK AROUND AT THINGS.

YOU’RE ANTICIPATING THE EXCITEMENT THAT AWAITS YOU IN THE COMING DAYS.

IT SEEMS AS THOUGH THE ONLY THING THAT DIDN’T BREAK THAT WEEK WAS HIS WILL & HIS
COMMITMENT.

IT WAS AWEEK FILLED WITH TORTURE & TORMENT.

THEY WERE DAYS FILLED WITH AGONY, DENIAL & BETRAYAL.

THEY WERE DAYS IN THAT GLORIOUS VACATION SPOT OF JERUSALEM THAT LED TO HIS ARREST
& EVENTUAL & INEVITABLE EXECUTION.

IN MARK’S ACCOUNT OF PALM SUNDAY, NOTICE THE LENGTHY EXPLANATION HE OFFERS
REGARDING THE COLT THAT WILL CARRY JESUS INTO JERUSALEM.

THERE’S A VERY IMPORTANT STATEMENT JESUS MAKES REGARDING THAT ANIMAL.

HE TELLS THE DISCIPLES WHO ARE SENT FOR IT THAT IT WILL BE “A COLT THAT HAS NEVER
BEEN RIDDEN.”

AGAIN, WE FIND MARK’S GOSPEL VERY INTENTIONALLY & CAREFULLY ARRANGED.

NO ONE HAS EVER RIDDEN THIS COLT.

NO ONE HAS EVER DONE THIS BEFORE.

NO ONE HAS EVER PAID SUCH A PRICE OR TAKEN SUCH A RISK.

DANGEROUS 3 MILE WALK IN FRONT OF US IN THE MIDDLE OF THE NIGHT.

EVENTUALLY WE MADE IT & A SECURITY GUARD ON CAMPUS WAS ABLE TO HELP US LOCATE
THE BASEBALL PLAYER’S DORM.

WE KNOCKED ON HIS DOOR ABOUT 3:00 A.M.

THE GUY HAD OBVIOUSLY BEEN SLEEPING WHEN HE OPENED THE DOOR TO HEAR FIGHTER SAY,
“HEY, REMEMBER ME?”

I’M NOT SURE THAT HE DID, BUT HE TOLD US IT WAS FINE FOR US TO SPEND THE NIGHT - OR
WHAT WAS LEFT OF IT — ON HIS DORM ROOM FLOOR.

THE NEXT DAY, BERT, FIGHTER & | DECIDED AGAINST MAKING THE JOURNEY BACK INTO THE
CITY.

WE COULDN’T AFFORD IT.

IT WAS TOO BIG ARISKTO TRY IT AGAIN.

SO INSTEAD OF GOING BACK TO THE BIG CITY, WE HEADED NORTH & RETURNED TO SAFETY.

WHEN JESUS LEFT THE BIG CITY & FOUND A PLACE TO SPEND THE NIGHT, IT WOULD HAVE MADE
PERFECT SENSE NOT TO GO BACK.

WHEN HE WOKE UP MONDAY MORNING, SURELY NO ONE WOULD HAVE BLAMED HIM IF HE’D
